The Carroll County Beekeepers who attended the
Maryland State Beekeepers Association meeting on
June 18" heard some thought-provoking
presentations and learned quite a bit about new
research efforts. You should have been there! Of
special note was the presentation by Cybil Preston,
the chief apiary inspector for Maryland, who spoke
about the recently released Pollinator Protection
Plan. The Plan recognizes that not only managed
pollinators (honeybees) should be considered when
discussing pollinator health in Maryland; the
authors extended the scope of information in the
Plan to include ways to promote the health of many
native pollinators. You can review the plan at the
Maryland Department of Agriculture website
(http://mda.maryland.gov/plants-
pests/Documents/MP3-Pollinator-Plan.pdf)

The MDA is accepting comments on the Plan
through July 25th, and Cybil strongly encouraged
beekeepers to read and comment. Here is your
opportunity to help. Read the Plan, which is
blessedly free of “bureaucratese,” and submit a
comment. If you agree with the Plan, tell the MDA
why. If you disagree with a part of the plan, tell the
MDA why and offer your suggestions for
improvement. The Plan was put together with input
from bee researchers at the Bee Informed
Partnership, the Universities of Maryland and
Wisconsin, as well as the USDA.

Varroa Monitoring— Every colony in the US has
Varroa. You must monitor to determine the
level of infestation in your hives, and then
decide what to do, or not do. Monitor now, as
hive populations are peaking, to determine if
treatment is going to be required when all
honey supers are removed. Now that it’s
understood that mites transmit viruses,
treatment thresholds have dropped

significantly.

When collecting bees for mite monitoring, be
sure to collect them from frames containing
brood, and of course be absolutely certain not
to collect the queen!

When collecting samples, 100 ml is
approximately 300 bees. (re: BIP)

manual for monitoring and treating for Varroa
mites.

ReQueening a Laying Worker ColoryHave
you suddenly noticed the presence of random
capped drones, along with multiple eggs that
look to be attached to the sides of individual
cells? Bad news — your colony has been
queenless for at least 3 weeks and some
workers have decided to save the colony by
laying eggs. Unfortunately none except the
queen bee can fertilize eggs, so you are now
faced with the challenge of re-queening the
colony. If you introduce a new queen in the
normal manner (think package queen
installation), there is a 97% change that the
colony will kill the new queen. Read the
excellent article by Joe Lewis to find out how
the save this colony. Phil Hizsnyal also
addresses this topic in the latest issue of Bee
Culture. Phil adds another element to Joe’s
method that should increase the probability of
success.

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BEEKEEPERS GO TO MINGTON

A team of Maryland beekeepers, all veterans of the
recent successful effort to get the Maryland
legislature to pass the Pollinator Protection Act,
visited Congress and government agencies June 21
to June 23 with a simple but powerful message:
Keep the Hies Alive! Central Maryland Beekeepers
Assoc. (CMBA) Past President Roger Williams was
there, along with Baltimore beekeeper Bill Castro.
CMBA Legislative Chair Bonnie Raindrop and
Richard Ochs who provided lobbying skills, and PhD
chemist Luke Goembel brought his scientific
expertise to the effort. | contributed my personal
experiences to the mix.

Celebrating National Pollinator Week, the Friends of
the Earth, joined by more than a dozen other
environmental groups, spearheaded a multi-
pronged event to publicize the plight of pollinators
and put pressure on the government to restrict bee-
killing pesticides, especially systemic
neonicotinoids.

Beekeepers from half a dozen states joined
scientists and environmental groups at the Friends
of the Earth (FOE) office in Washington on Tuesday
to kick off the campaign. On Wednesday, hundreds
of people, including many Congressional staffers,
attended a briefing with short talks from scientists
and beekeepers about the problems that pollinators
are having and the likely causes. The consensus was
that systemic pesticides, by poisoning the nectar
and pollen that pollinators eat, are primarily
responsible for the massive die-off of all pollinators,
including native bees, bumble bees, and monarch
butterflies in addition to our honey bees. Senator
Sheldon Whitehouse (D, Rhode Island), delivered a
brief but powerful call to action, pointing out that
problems have to be monetized in order to get
attention, as Congress only cares about money.

That afternoon, about a hundred beekeepers and
other environmentalists met at the EPA offices in
downtown Washington for an outdoor rally urging
the agency to restrict neonics. A truckload of dead
bees (75 hives worth) came from South Dakota to

the EPA, with several stops in between, on a journey
called the “Keep the Hives Alive Tour.” James Cook,
who works for commercial beekeeper Steve Ellis,
drove the truck with the dead bees, which smelled
really bad. Two years ago, they lost 1500 coloniesin
one day from corn planting dust laced with neonics.
James spoke to the crowd, pointing out that the
increase in bee deaths beyond a normal 10% annual
loss amounts to about 840,000 colonies of bees
every year. The bodies of the bees, spread across a
football field, would cover it with a stinking mass
seven feet deep!

Scores of demonstrators, from teenagers to us old
fogeys, carried signs and chanted “Keep the Hives
Alive” and “Save the Bees” while speakers defined
the problem and called the crowd (and those
watching on TV) to action. You can probably still
see the coverage online.
http://www.9news.com/news/local/share-
this/protesters-deliver-millions-of-dead-bee-to-
epa-headquarters/252714316 The FOE had
collected and delivered to the EPA over 4.8 million
petition signatures(was yours among them?)
calling for a ban on bee-killing pesticides. They
were symbolized by a dozen file boxes, each
bearing the label of a cooperating group. Maryland
Delegate Anne Healey, who sponsored the
Pollinator Protection Act, encouraged the crowd
and asked concerned people from other states to
follow Maryland’s lead, which several are already
doing. Our own Bonnie Raindrop gave a great talk,
pointing out that a single bee can do very little in
its brief life, but a colony working together can
accomplish great things. Was she talking about us?

On Thursday, our whole group met with six EPA
Staffers, explained our problems, and asked
guestions. They were very cordial and listened
carefully, seeming seriously concerned with what
we were telling them, which is not what they are
hearing from the chemical industry and state
departments of agriculture. They need to hear

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more from beekeepers, especially those who suffer
pesticide kills.

A whirlwind round of meetings with government
officials filled the rest of the day. Some of us went
to the USDA, while our CMBA group visited with the
President’s Council on Environmental Quality (CEQ).
President Obama and First Lady Michelle Obama are
very concerned about the plight of the bees, having
installed a colony on the White House grounds, and
the President is requiring that federal lands be
planted as pollinator habitat. He has also required
each state to develop its own Managed Pollinator
Protection Plan (MP3), but the CEQ folks were not
aware that the plans put forward thus far do not
protect beekeepers, but actually blame us for our
losses.

We also lobbied several Maryland congressmen,
including Sen. Benjamin Cardin, Rep. Elijah
Cummings, and Rep. Chris Van Hollen. We met with
staffers, not the congressmen themselves, but they
were very interested in what we had to say. Our

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escort, a lobbyist from the Natural Resources
Defense Council, was amazed that we got a full hour
with Rep. Van Hollen’s legislative director, not the
usual ten minutes. Considering the sit-in that was
going on in the House that day, we were lucky to see
anyone at all.

At the end of the day, exhausted and footsore from
all the double-time hiking around D.C., we headed
home feeling that we had accomplished something.
It is very hard to take off three days mid-week to
lobby Congress, but we did it for all of us. If we are
to succeed in protecting our bees from poison, we
have to follow up, and we need help from you to
keep up the pressure. Only by letting the people in
power know that we care will we make them care.
You can help by calling, e-mailing, and visiting your
representatives in Congress, the way so many of us
did here in Maryland. WEe’ll continue to provide
guidance so you know what to do and when to do it,
but only by working together like a colony of our
beautiful bees can we “Keep the Hives Alive!”

The Program receives breeder queens from Purdue
University who has a major program underway to
breed varroa-tolerant queens (ankle biters and VSH)

Mark's queens are open mated at his yards north of
I80 near PA State Game Lands where he has
reasonable control over the drone population.

[Editor - Recently | drove to Dover, PA and brought
back 10 queens for club members and myself. The

If anyone is interested in purchasing queens from
Mark, | recommend driving up to get them rather

than using overnight mail. Again | would encourage
folks to get together and make one trip to buy
several at one time. Mark would like 24 hours’
notice to give him time to catch and cage the
marked queen and about 7 attendants in a JZ-BZ
cage. He puts in extra attendants to provide a soft
buffer for the queen during transportation.

Mark recommends installing the new queen into a
hive that has been queenless for at least 48 hours
and does not have laying workers. Mark is selling
gueens and, at my request, provided the following
information.

"We offer production queens grafted from VP
Queen Bees that are VSH Italian and VSH Carniolan.
We also have several PA survivor lines to choose
from. Mated queens are $38.50 each, virgins are
